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North Shore Animal League America is the worldôs largest no-kill animal rescue and adoption organization. 

The Animal Leagueôs mission is to rescue, nurture and adopt approximately 20,000 dogs, cats, puppies and    

kittens into permanent homes each year.  In 2009, North Shore Animal League America celebrated its 65th  

Anniversary and is proud to have saved close to 1,000,000 animals since 1944.  

Adoptions take place in the Animal Leagueôs 17,000 square foot shelter building and the focal point is a light 

filled atrium that provides a special environment for adopters to meet their potential companions in a serene, 

stress free setting.  In addition to the spacious atrium, the building includes an area reserved for the application 

process, a family waiting room, cat habitat, puppy place and grooming room.   

 The Animal League interviews potential adopters thoroughly to ensure that they are responsible, reliable and 

understand that adoption is a lifelong commitment. Great care is taken to ensure that the adopted dog or cat 

will fit into a new home. Because of  this, the results are wonderful and we are able to see so many           

òhappy tailsó.  

 The Animal Leagueõs national headquarters, located in Port Washington, New York includes a rescue building 

that welcomes animals rescued from puppy mill closures, hurricanes, floods and other types of  rescues and 

natural disasters.  A separate   medical center accommodates the diverse needs of  the hundreds of  animals that 

arrive at the shelter each week.  

The Animal League also offers low cost veterinary care through the Pet Health Center, that is open not only to 

individuals who have adopted pets from the Animal League, but to all pet owners in the tri-state area that want 

access to low cost veterinary care.  
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Thanks to the American Mutt-i-grees Club, the              

intelligence, energy and beauty of  the mixed-breed dog    

is finally receiving well-deserved recognition.    

Although mixed-breed dogs comprise about 75% of  the 

shelter population, they represent virtually all of  the dogs 

euthanized each year; itõs estimated that 4-5 million       

animals are destroyed annually.    

The American Mutt-i-grees Club is helping to change   

that by rallying mixed-breed dog owners, a group over    

25 million strong, to spread the message to adopt - not 

shop - for a pet.

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Ingredients: 

3 cups oat flour 

3/4 cup hot water  

1/3 cup margarine  

1/2 cup powdered milk   

1 egg, beaten  

  

Directions: 

Preheat oven to 325F.  In large bowl  

pour hot water over the margarine.  Stir 

in powdered milk.  Add flour, 1/2 cup   

at a time.  Knead for a few minutes to 

form stiff  dough.  Pat or roll to 1/2 inch  

thickness.  Cut into bone shapes.  Bake  

for 50 minutes.  Let them completely 

cool.  They will dry-out quite hard.  

Makes about 1 1/4 pounds of  biscuits. 
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
